Circular Regarding Lanquage Elective Programme in Junior Colleges

Students who are interested in the Junior College pathway (L1R5 must not exceed 20), are able
to deduct up to 4 bonus points (up to 2 points for CCA and 2 points for a pass in both Higher
Mother Tongue and English Language). However, if they wish to take up the Mother Tongue
Language Elective Programme in JCs, they are able to deduct a further 2 bonus points. This
means that they can deduct up to 6 bonus points from their raw L1R5 score to gain admission to

JC.

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Information Sheet on the Chinese Lanquage Elective

Programme at the Pre-University Level (CLEP-JC)

Introduction

The Chinese Language Elective Programme (CLEP) was introduced by the Ministry of Education
in 1990 to nurture promising students to attain a high level of language proficiency in Chinese, and
enhance their understanding of Chinese literature. The programme also aims to develop
academically able students to become effectively bilingual so as to better serve the needs of our
nation. Over the years, the CLEP has contributed immensely in nurturing effectively bilingual talents,
and has seen a gradual increase in the number of students, having expanded from two Pre-U CLEP
centres in 1990 to the current five centres. They are Hwa Chong Institution (College), Temasek
Junior College, Nanyang Junior College, Jurong Pioneer Junior College and Dunman High School.
Students who wish to join the CLEP at the Pre-U level must be offered a place to study in one of
these schools.

Course Content

The duration of the programme is two years. All CLEP-JC students must offer H2 Chinese Language
& Literature (H2 CLL) at A level.

CLEP-JC students will have the option to go beyond offering H2 CLL by attending H3 CLL lessons

as a non-examinable subject. They can subsequently offer H3 CLL as an examinable subject1 if
they wish to do so.

Supplementary materials will be provided to students with no foundation in Chinese literature.

Enrichment Activities

The CLEP-JC provides a wide range of activities to enhance students’ learning and cultivate a deeper
interest in Chinese language and culture, including literary lecture series, camp, immersion trip to China,
editing and publishing of literary works, internships and school-based projects.

Eligibility
In the GCE O level examination, students must obtain at least:

» Grade B3 in Higher Chinese (HCL) or
» Grade B4 in HCL and B3 in Literature in Chinese (Full or Elective) or
* Grade A2 in Chinese (CL)

Centres offering IP can admit IP students directly into the CLEP based on the examination results
for relevant subjects.

' Students can do so as long as they adhere to the 12 AU cap for total examinable subjects at
the A-Level examination.

Information Sheet on the Malay Lanquage Elective Programme at Pre-University Level

(MLEP-JC)

Introduction

The Malay Language Elective Programme (MLEP) was introduced by the Ministry of Education to
nurture promising students to attain a high level of language proficiency in Malay and to develop
academically able students to become effectively bilingual. MLEP-JC is offered at five Pre-U centres,
namely Jurong Pioneer Junior College, National Junior College, Tampines Meridian Junior College,
Yishun Innova Junior College and Raffles Institution.

Objectives

The objectives of the programme are:

+ to nurture promising students to attain a high level of language proficiency in Malay, and
enhance their understanding of the Malay literature and culture; and

» to provide opportunities for students who are academically able and linguistically talented to
become effectively bilingual, both in Malay language as well as the English language so as to
better serve the needs of our nation.

Course Content

The duration of the programme is two years. All MLEP-JC students must offer H2 Malay Language &
Literature (H2 MLL) at A level.

MLEP-JC students will have the option to go beyond offering H2 MLL by attending H3 MLL lessons
as a non-examinable subject. They can subsequently offer H3 MLL as an examinable subject1 if they
wish to do so.

H2 Malay Language and Literature

Paper 1 : Essay
Paper 2 (E-Exam) : Comprehension and Commentary
Paper 3 : Literature Paper, which requires students to study literature of various genres

including novel, short stories, poetry and drama.

H3 Malay Language and Literature

2 H3 Malay Language and Literature paper (the paper comprises of 2 components; creative writing
and texts analysis, including traditional texts); or

3 Essay or project based on any of the topics set by a local university.

Students can do so as long as the 12 AU cap for total examinable subjects at the A-Level examination has not
been breached.



Enrichment Activities

The MLEP-JC provides a wide range of activities to enhance students’ learning and cultivate a deeper
interest in Malay language and culture. The programme includes overseas immersion trip (Malaysia,
Negara Brunei Darussalam or Indonesia), creative writing workshop, translation workshop, literature camps,
lecture series, forums, discussions and internships. Students also have the opportunity to publish their
essays and creative works in our MOE publication, Saujana Pujangga.

Eligibility

In the GCE O level examination, students must obtain at least:

* Grade B3 in Higher Malay Language (HML) or

* Grade B4 in HML and B3 in Literature in Malay (Full or Elective) or

* Grade A2 in Malay Language (ML)

Students could gain entry to the MLEP-JC centres through Joint Admission Exercise (JAE) or Direct
School Admission (DSA). Students will need to meet the entry requirement of the respective college
offering MLEP-JC.

« Students who apply and are selected for the MLEP-JC are eligible to enjoy 2 bonus points for
admission to the respective schools.

« Students who are admitted to MLEP-JC are required to remain in the programme regardless of
whether they had utilised the 2 MLEP-JC bonus points.

Malay Language Elective Scholarship (MLES)

MLEP-JC students who are Singapore Citizens and achieved outstanding academic results in
secondary school or GCE ‘O’ Level examination may be considered for the MLES awarded by MOE.

Language & Literature (H2 TLL) at A level.

TLEP students will have the option to go beyond offering H2 TLL by attending H3 TLL lessons
as a non-examinable subject. They can subsequently offer H3 TLL as an examinable subject
if they wish to do so.

H2 Tamil Language and Literature

Paper 1: Essay, Cloze Passage and Reading Comprehension

Paper 2 (E-Exam): Reading Comprehension and Commentary Writing

Paper 3: Literature Paper, which requires students to study modern/ancient literature of
various genres including novel, short stories, poetry and drama.
